· complete the attached application


· attach a current copy of their Degree Audit


· submit the application package (application + Degree Audit + letter of recommendation) to their recommending instructor who will deliver it to the North Campus UFMDC Scholarship Committee


· attend the North Campus Honors Day recognition ceremony in April, 2012
